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In the matter of EGB Director v. Ryan Monell (2009), Complainant alleges that Senatorial candidate Ryan Monell created a Facebook event entitled “Vote Monell for USG Senate!” that was available to the public before the start of campaigning, violating Article VI, Sec. D, Subsec. 2c, which reads:
Candidates, teams, and slates may not solicit for votes or campaign before campaign season begins. This is a type III bylaw. 
Complainant submitted photographic evidence of the Facebook group in question. 
Defendant admits that the Facebook event was created before the start of campaigning and apologizes for his mistake. He alleges that he did not invite any persons to said event, and no persons joined the event during its existence. He claims he deleted the event as soon as he heard about the filed violation. 

Held: The Judicial Panel finds the Defendant in violation of Article VI, Sec. D, Subsec.  2h for engaging in campaigning before the start of the campaign season. After due consideration, the Panel hereby imposes a fine of $10.00 to his campaign. 
The Panel acknowledges the absence of invited persons in the Facebook group as presented in the evidence. As such, the Panel concludes that the violations were unintentional, without malice, and conferred an extremely minimal advantage over other candidates with little visibility. However, a bylaw was broken so a penalty must be assessed. Therefore, it concludes that a $10.00 fine is both reasonable and deserved. 
It is so ordered.
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
