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In the matter of Liber v. Dunleavy (2008), Complainant alleges that Presidential candidate Jerry Dunleavy failed to include web hosting and domain name registration fees in his campaign’s Campaign Value Report.  Because Campaign Value Reports are submitted to the EGB, Complainant argues that Defendant violated Article VII, Sec. H, Subsec. 2b, which reads:  

Candidates may not falsify any documents submitted to the EGB at any time.  This is a Type IV by-law.

Held:  The Judicial Panel finds the Defendant in violation of Article VII, Sec. H, Subsec. 2b for failure to include said fees on his Campaign Value Report.  After due consideration, the Panel hereby imposes a fine of $14.90 and orders Defendant to comply with all Campaign Value Report bylaws and regulations.  

Defendant attended the hearing and plead no contest.  Complainant requested a minimal fine of $14.90, acknowledging that the violation was a simple oversight, was not a result of malicious intent, and did not grant Defendant a significant electoral advantage.  The Panel finds this reasonable and therefore complies with Complainant’s request.  

It is so ordered.
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
